e comply with the host country's reporting obligations

» Check/Approval with the Alians Office about residence permit in Germany
* residence permit expires after 6-month stay abroad
* upto 120 working days per year possible (compulsory traineeships are additional)
e for graduates
* up to 18 month job search
* aimis employment as a specialist in Germany
* approval of the Federal Employment Agency for internships abroad
